outnumbered, the Christian fleet won
the battle at Lepanto on October 7,
1571. The triumph was particularly at-
tributed to the intercession and protec-
tion of the Blessed Mother because of
the power of the Rosary. Hence, Pope
Pius V instituted the Feast of Our Lady
of the Holy Rosary, and himself came to
be known as the “Pope of the Rosary”.

In the Philippines, the second Sunday of
October also marks the victory of the
Spanish naval fleet over the Dutch in
1636 off Bataan. The victory in this bat-
tle was also attributed to the prayer to
the Blessed Virgin Mary. This naval
triumph was called “La Naval” and a “La
Naval” procession is usually held —
until the present time — in Sto. Domin-
go Church.

October is considered as the month of
the Holy Rosary, October 7 being the
Feast of Our Lady of the Holy Rosary.
Pope Pius V called on all of Europe to
pray the Rosary for the Christian ar-
mies battling the Turks who were in-
vading Europe from the East. Although

Rosary , then known as the "Psalter of
the Blessed Virgin" to St. Dominic and
thus spurred the Dominican Order to
make the Apostolate of the Rosary their
special concern. The Dominicans have,
since then, promulgated the Rosary with
notable results.

The practice of dedicating the entire
month of October to the Holy Rosary
developed toward the end of the last
century. Pope Leo XllI ( papacy: 1878-
1903 ) strongly promoted the increase of

Legend tells us that the Rosary as a
form of prayer was given to St. Dominic

thereafter became one of the most popu-
lar devotions in Christendom. It was the
